AP Art History Extra Credit

You are only allowed one extra credit assignment per semester. Each extra credit assignment will count as a test grade. If the grade will not help your average, it will not be counted. The extra credit is designed to give you an opportunity to improve your grade but it will require you to do a thorough job. 

The following are the choices of extra credit assignments:

· Visual assignment. You do a work of art in the style of an artist from your text or other source with teacher approval.  You must use the same materials and scale (not size). If a substitution of materials or scale is necessary, it must be approved in advance. The piece must be approved in advance as well. One of the goals of this assignment is to understand the creative process, both technical and intellectual. You will be graded on your ability to reproduce the style of the work faithfully, and understand the philosophy behind the work, not only on your effort. 

· Oral Presentation: Choose an artist and present a 15-minute lecture on your work using digital images. You must address the following questions: What are the primary influences on your work? What do you consider your most important or pivotal piece? Who has your work influenced? This must be presented professionally with notes that are typed and turned in as part of the grade. This is not an impromptu speech. It should be a well thought out and executed lesson and you will be graded on both the delivery and the content. 

· Written Assignment: 2-page essay based on primary resources. Choose a primary source (s) from your textbook and I will develop an essay topic. You will be working with primary sources in future essays and for your research papers. This is a good way to improve your writing, your analysis, and your interpretive skills.

· Experimental Project: Mummified Chicken. As a way to appreciate the ancient Egyptian technique of preserving the dead, you must mummify a chicken. Please do not hurt or kill any animal in this process. Purchase a roaster chicken from the grocery store and follow the directions at the following website. http://www.digonsite.com/drdig/resources/27.html . There are other websites with recipes but this one gives a better scientific explanation and has the proper ingredients for drying the fluids from the body. See me for further details. This recipe says 10 days is enough time to complete the mummification process. I would be interested to see if that is true. 

· Pinhole Camera: Make a pinhole camera and make at least one photograph with it. Resources: http://www.kodak.com/ek/US/en/Pinhole_Camera.htm,
